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Classico inusuale

La Collezione Palazzo s’ispira all’epoca neoclassica, periodo stilisticamente
carallerizzalo dalla pulizia delle linee dopo le esuberanze del barocco.

Leggendo
tra le forme e i dettagli appare chiaro questo processo: 1 decori sono stati
ridisegnati, lasciando intravedere le radici neoclassiche, in una riformulazio-
ne moderna favorita dall’'uso di madreperla in bianco, rosa e azzurro con
sollolineature affidate a leggeri fili d’argento. La scelta del bicolor ¢ un ulte-
riore passo che allontana le proposte d’arredo dal classico piu tradizionale,
traghettando la Collezione verso un’interpretazione assolutamente fuori dal
coro. Palazzo ¢ un’esegesi del concetlo classico che si fonda su di uno studio
analitico di cio che I'arte passala ha insegnalo per riproporla secondo nuove
chiavi di lettura. Le aperture delle radiche e la loro posizione, i disegni fatti a
mano uno ad uno sono cosi preziosi da arricchire ogni mobile senza richiede-
re decori aggiuntivi. Lo studio del singolo prodotto e delle tecniche realizzati-
ve concorrono all’originalita e all'impossibile replicabilita di ciascun pezzo. Il
sapore della classicita avvolge la Collezione Palazzo, ma lascia al nostro tempo

tutto lo spazio necessario.

Novel classic

The Palazzo Collection draws its inspiration from the Neoclassical age, characteri-
sed by simple, clean-cut lines in contrast with the exuberance of the Baroque period.
Inlays crafied with fine woods or precious stones such as topaz and tourmaline took
the place of carving and the unrestrained use of gold leaf. At Bianchini, this concept
gave rise (o a research and study initiative that has led to an innovative reinterpre-
tation of concepts characteristic of the 1700s. Reading between the lines and obser-
ving the shapes and details, this process appears clear: the decor elements have been
redesigned, allowing their Neoclassical roots to peek through, in a modern rewor-
king enhanced by the use of white, pink and blue mother-of-pearl, highlighted with
subtle silver strands. This choice of two colours is a_further step away from the more
traditional, classic furnishing solutions, taking the Collection in the direction of a
truly novel, distinctive interpretation. The Palazzo approach to the classic concept is
Jounded upon an analytical study of what the art of the past has taught us, offering
a new interpretation. The opening of the burls and how they are positioned, as well
as the individually hand-drawn designs, are sufficient to enhance each furnishing
element, without the need for further decoration. The study behind each individual
product and the techniques they are crafied with ensure each one is entirely original
and cannot be replicated. The Palazzo Collection is enveloped in a classical air that

at the same time leaves plenty of space for a contemporary edge.
