BROKIS - a synthesis of exquisite design, superior
quality, and the skill of master artisans continuing

the centuries-old Bohemian glassmaking tradition.
BROKIS lighting collections have achieved interna-
tional acclaim by combining handblown glass with
other refined materials, such as handcrafted wood
and metal, in bold compositions that push the bound-
aries not only of contemporary lighting design but of
the technologies applied in production. The family-
run premium brand works with select designers from
around the world and operates its own historical
glassworks southeast of Prague.

BROKIS is the brainchild of successful Czech entre-
preneur Jan Rabell. In 2006, he founded the brand as
a platform to revitalize and elevate Bohemian glass-
making to new heights and preserve generations of
knowledge and craftsmanship. Nearly ten years prior,
in 1997, he acquired the ailing Janstejn Glassworks,
which was established at the start of the 19th century
approximately 140 kilometres southeast of Prague.

Demand for traditional products had declined sig-
nificantly, many of the glassmakers were growing
old and leaving, and time-honoured technologies
and techniques were at risk of being lost. Mr. Rabell’s
vision was to restore the factory to its former
prestige and ensure that the ages-old Bohemian
glassmaking tradition endured into the 21st century.

With BROKIS, Jan Rabell created a lighting brand
offering entirely different products than those previ-
ously produced at Janstejn Glassworks. Several new
Italian-style furnaces were built, and production
techniques were refined. Some, such as grinding
and glass painting, were discontinued, and others
were revived, like glassblowing using optic moulds
and traditional hotshop techniques. Original and

nearly forgotten formulas for manufacturing coloured
glass were reinstated and are now characteristic of
the BROKIS brand. Therefore, it brings us great joy
that in 2023 Czech handmade glass was inscribed

in UNESCO’s Representative List of the Intangible
Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

BROKIS has firmly established itself as a leading
innovator in glass lighting. For example, the complex
technology applied in manufacturing the Night Birds
collection, which consists of imposing yet elegant
curved glass silhouettes of birds in various phases
of flight, required two years of experimentation

to perfect.

BROKIS is constantly developing new technologies
for its lights in order to offer consistent industry-
leading quality and innovation throughout its global
product portfolio, such as with a special original con-
nector, the sustainable material called BROKISGLASS,
and TRIMLESS, a sleek new system for hanging
pendent lights from lowered drywall ceilings. BROKIS
has also recently developed a series of configura-
tors for some of its most popular collections. These
powerful online tools let customers create their very
own bespoke lighting compositions in a user-friendly,
intuitive interface.

BROKIS also maintains a strong online presence
through a series of innovative initiatives, such as
BROKIS VIRTUAL PROJECTS and the unique MyBrokis
application. In January of 2022, BROKIS launched

a website within Janstejn Glass Group (JGG). Today,
BROKIS and Janstejn Glassworks employ more than
100 people and enjoy a unique symbiosis that has
allowed BROKIS to establish sales operations in

120 countries and regularly showcase its renowned
lighting collections at the world’s top design shows.

Entrepreneur Jan Rabell is one of the most dynamic
figures in the Czech Republic’s glassmaking industry.
Born in Prague in 1965 to a Puerto Rican father and
Czech mother, he grew up in his father’s homeland,
later returning to Prague to pursue a master’s
degree in economics. He went on to hold various
managing director posts in the field of finance and
banking. In 1997, he purchased the ailing Janstejn
Glassworks and set about restoring its prestige

and competitiveness primarily by introducing
unconventional glassblowing techniques and
production technologies. In 2006, he founded

the family-run premium glass lighting brand BROKIS,
quickly developing it into one of the most important
players in the market and exporting its products
around the world. Mr Rabell’s charisma, energy, and
innovative vision continue to propel BROKIS and
Janstejn Glassworks steadily forward.

BROKIS art director Lucie Koldova is an acclaimed
Czech product and furniture designer. Her col-
laboration with the lighting brand began in 2010
with the timeless Muffins and Balloons collections,
which she designed while living and working in Paris.
The voluminous glass lights embody her charismatic,
elegant style and quickly established BROKIS as

an innovative producer of handblown glass light-
ing. She is the creative force behind the brand and
is instrumental in shaping its product portfolio and
image. Her creations, objects of desire, include glass
sculptures, glass lighting, poetic gallery pieces, and
limited series works. Breathtaking colours, unusual
proportions, and vibrant formal contrasts move her
work seemingly beyond the realm of the possible,

a trademark at once apparent in lighting collections
such as Macaron, Puro, vy, and Spectra. In addition
to developing ever- more novel and exciting motifs,
Lucie Koldova has introduced important technologi-
cal and formal solutions that have enabled BROKIS
to push the limits of handblown glass production.

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BROKIS has sustainability in its DNA. Natural resources
are integral to glassmaking, and BROKIS uses them in
accordance with the principles of circular economy.
A leader in glass upcycling, BROKIS began develop-
ing BROKISGLASS in 2010, achieving 100% reuse

of waste glass in a new ecofriendly material.

The translucency of BROKISGLASS makes it ideal

for BROKIS lights, and some have won international
awards for sustainability. New applications arise
from constant innovation. In 2025, BROKISGLASS
completed the Life Cycle Assessment (LCA) process
and is undergoing EPD certification. See the BROKIS

In 2023, handmade glass was inscribed in UNESCO’s
Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage
of Humanity. From the very inception of the BROKIS
brand, its defining mark has been superior quality in
glass artisanry and manufacturing. For several cen-
turies, Bohemian glassmaking has been synonymous

with unsurpassed quality and beauty. Today, it

is an inseparable part of the cultural legacy of

the Czech nation, and we are thrilled that it has been
recognized on a global level by UNESCO as a signifi-
cant manifestation of humanity’s living heritage.




During the covid pandemic, BROKIS introduced

a unique concept of online spaces designed to
accentuate the singularity of the brand’s lighting
collections. Showcasing the lights in realistic interior
and exterior settings, these exclusive virtual projects
evoke a wide range of emotions. BROKIS conceived
the idea at a time when conventional means of pres-
entation were greatly restricted, and the company

was one of the first to pioneer the use of virtual
spaces. BROKIS has devoted considerable attention
to the various advantages of the virtual platform, one
of which is the ease of access to necessary archi-
tecture files, technical documentation, and BROKIS
innovations. The virtual projects were created by

the studios Salaris and Suprema in close collaboration
with BROKIS.

In mid-2023, BROKIS organized a photoshoot in

Italy and France in collaboration with Italian stylist
Simona Sbordone and photographer Max Zambelli.
Over 120 lights were photographed in four exclusive
locations, using collections from across the BROKIS
portfolio.

The project was created as
a brand statement and marks the beginning of a new
chapter of presentation.

of strength and fragility in one. The dynamic glass
shapes appear still alive, evoking an image of organic
deformation from external forces, an invisible pres-
sure bending them to its will. This striking visual effect

the delicate glass globe and brings a touch of geo-
metric regularity and industrial elegance. Under
Pressure delivers an impressive contrast, an alluring
juxtaposition of the organic malleability of glass
and uncompromising precision of metal. The lights
are manufactured in assorted sizes and typologies,
backed with a broad spectrum of glass colour and
surface finish options, for a look that always catches
the eye and elevates the aesthetics of any interior.

The lights are crafted in two shapes - Comet Round
and Comet Square — each available in three different
sizes. This allows for a wide range of creative compo-
sitions, from elegant solitaires to large-scale lighting
installations in hotels, staircases, and entrance halls.
Each Comet is handblown from laminated glass, with

pendants are equipped with modern technologies,
such as an efficient LED source and diffuser for both
direct and indirect lighting, and fluid touch dimming
that puts the desired ambience at the user’s finger-
tips. From minimalist arrangements of a few individual
lights to breathtaking curtains of night-sky enchant-
ment, the flexibility of the Comet collection opens
exciting new lighting possibilities for commercial
and public venues, such as hotels, lobbies, and grand
staircases.

Night Birds differ from the other collec-
tions in the unique technology applied in production,
which involves melting glass into a mould and then
bending it. The process makes it possible to instil deli-
cate nuances in the shape of the wings and achieve

a colouration of the glass that is different and wholly
unique each time. The restraint and directness of

the Night Birds family are underscored by a minimalist
LED light source. Night Birds comprises three unique
lights, each with a different wing position. They come

in either white, dark (nearly black), or BROKISGLASS,
and there is also an outdoor variant. Night Birds

are most impressive in large flocks. The indoor and
outdoor lights share the same engineering, which
allows a greater selection of light sources and simpli-
fies installation and balancing. The Night Birds family
has been expanded with a new interior light called
Night Birds MINI. This smaller sibling makes the ideal
complement to the full-sized lights and is perfect
for smaller spaces where larger flocks would appear
cramped. Suspended from elegant coaxial cables,
MINIs are perfect for illuminating intimate dining areas
and conference tables.

The Planets collection is based on period lights

and reflects the daily needs not only of custom-

ers but of architects and designers too. Thanks to

a simple physical principle, the lights can be vari-
ably positioned in diverse arrangements. The use

of weights and pulleys makes it possible to quickly
adjust the height of the lights, a unique system that
allows for several groupings to serve as individual
sources of light in an interior, or as multiples of
three different (or same) shapes to illuminate larger
spaces. The counterweight is precisely calibrated to
the specific weight of the light, so adjustments are
safe and easy. A round LED panel is situated beneath
a shade of matte glass, which conceals the internal

The outline of the light resembles the classic
typology of a table lamp, which has always been

a companion to humans during evening sessions.
The archetypal silhouette in a purity-of-form con-
cept has an opening with a double-sided light
source in an aluminium fixture. The flat source
casts its light gently in two directions, upwards and
downwards into the glass base, creating intimate
atmospheric effects. The two sizes are available in

DESIGN

transparent, smoke brown, smoke grey, or opaline
glass. The intensity of the experience can be modu-
lated thanks to an integrated dimmer. The shape of
the mantle, which serves as the shade and base in
one, evokes a sense of levity and loftiness. A special-
ized method of glassblowing is needed to create
the mantle as a single piece. The overall appearance
of the light emphasizes the idea that beauty lies

in simplicity.

Lavish propor-
tions and an elegant hand-pressed metal reflector are

The Shadows family is a take on the famed, time-
less lights found in French ateliers, and its typology
pays tribute to that legacy. The combination of
handblown glass, handcrafted wood, and classic
shaping has given rise to a light of ageless elegance.
Two collections comprise four different pendants,
as striking alone as they are in sets, characterized

by a handblown glass shade set upon on a hand-
crafted wooden fixture. The clean contours and

finish are accentuated by the concealed light source.

The Shadows family is special not only for its wide
spectrum of glass colour options, surface finishes,
and types of wood but also because the lights can

DESIGN

be combined in sets according to customer require-
ments. With near endless combination possibilities,
the lights are well suited to a broad range of interior
applications. In the Shadows XL collection, the con-
tours remain true to the original Shadows lights but
are nearly 50% more robust in their proportions.
There is also an outdoor version for installation in
exterior settings or interiors with increased humid-
ity levels, such as wellness centres. These feature
an IP54 rating and a two-piece weatherproof dural
body instead of wood. All Shadows lights are fitted
with special integrated connectors developed by
BROKIS to facilitate installation and cleaning.
