The large size of the head and the 
structure of the wings posed a significant tech-
nical challenge, especially during the firing in 
the kiln where, like all Lladró creations, the piece 
undergoes a reduction of about 15% in size. 
To ensure that this reduction is successful and 
that the piece maintains its proportions calls for 
meticulous prior research and experimentation 
and consummate control over porcelain. 

The result is a unique work of art signed by one 
of the world’s most sought-after contemporary 
artists. No matter how devilish he may be, or 
perhaps precisely because of it, you are bound 
to fall in love with this little imp.

We are presenting a collection of highly 
disparate porcelain pieces that never-
theless share the common feature of 
having been designed in collaboration 
with the Thyssen-Bornemisza National 
Museum. One of Spain’s foremost art 
museums, it boasts one of the greatest 
collections of old masters of Western 
painting, with major works by Titian, 
Caravaggio, Rubens, Rembrandt, Monet, 
Degas, Cézanne, Van Gogh, Picasso, 
and Kandinsky, among a host of many 
others artists.

Baby Snake and Baby Dragon belong to 
the Baby Animals collection, a charming 
and fun version of the twelve signs of the 
Chinese zodiac.
